· Detailed descriptions of over a thousand careers including pay range, education and training required, job benefits, working conditions, possibilities for promotion, a day on the job, etc. 

· Find a career by key word, by career title, by general career category.
How do you get to it? 

· Visit the Cedar Rapids Library’s Web page at http://www.crlibrary.org

· Click on Catalog in the menu at the left
· Scroll down to bottom of page – Databases section (at lower right)

· Click on MORE at the bottom

· Vocational Biographies is near the bottom on the Use Anywhere side; students will need a user name and password to log in: these are both provided right here at this page. 
· You can also find Vocational Biographies by doing a search in the Catalog. Search for Vocational Biographies, or for subject terms like occupations, professions, vocational guidance. You can access the database directly from the catalog entry and the password and user name are also provided there.
